Included in the cost of tuition is a field trip in which
we team up with local organisations on on-going
projects, as well as students local universities when
possible.

Past field trips have
included: urban integration strategies for refugees in
Thessaloniki, Greece, assessing the post-disaster
temporary housing solution in La Palma, Canary
Islands, and post-disaster reconstruction strategies
in Ecuador.

Master’s Thesis & Research

This programis an EQF level 7 degree accredited by the
Spanish Ministry of Education. As an official master’s
program, students who complete a master’s
dissertation will be able to start a PhD at UIC BCN or any
European university after graduation. Students work on
their thesis throughout the academic year with the help
of our Writing Workshop and one-on-one supervision
meetings with knowledgeable researchers. Itis
important for professionals in this field to develop

a critical perspective, enhance their writing and
communication skills and improve urban development
and emergency practices with their proposals.
